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R on the application of A (FC) v Croydon LBC; R on the application of M (FC) v Lambeth LBC 

The question whether a person was a child or not for the purposes of section 20(1)of the Children Act 1989 was a question of fact, which, if there was a dispute, would be determined by the courts.

R on the application of L (FC) v Metropolitan Police Commissioner

The provisions of section 115(7) of the Police Act 1997 are not incompatible with article 8 of the European Convention on Human Rights. In deciding whether or not to disclose sensitive information, the police have to weigh the need to protect the vulnerable against the interference in the applicant’s article 8 rights and neither consideration has precedence over the other.

GJ v (1) Foundation Trust (2) PCT (3) Secretary of State for Health

An elderly man who suffered dementia and diabetes was not ineligible for a deprivation of liberty in a hospital under a standard authorisation pursuant to Schedule A1 of the Mental Capacity Act 2005 because the purpose of the authorisation was to treat him for his diabetes. The court made general points about the construction and application of Schedules A1 and 1A of the Act.

ITW v (1) Z, (2) M (by her litigation friend the Official Solicitor to the Senior Courts of England and Wales), (3)-(9) various charities

The court considered and applied provisions in the Mental Capacity Act 2005 to authorise the terms of a statutory will for a person lacking testamentary capacity.

R on the application of S v (1) A Social Security Commissioner, (2) Secretary of State for Work and Pensions, (3) Walsall MBC

The amount of housing benefit payable in respect of accommodation let by a housing association, where support for the tenant was provided by another organisation under arrangements with the local authority, was not exempted from restriction by reference to a determination by the rent officer as to the maximum rent.

KD (a protected party by her litigation friend the Official Solicitor) and LD (a protected party by his litigation friend the Official Solicitor) v Havering LBC

The court has jurisdiction to determine a best interests application summarily, but only in a plain case. It is not likely to be an appropriate power to be exercised where the outcome is a deprivation of liberty in circumstances where there is a serious issue or potential issue whether that is appropriate.
R on the application of B (by her Stepfather and Litigation Friend AB) v Barnet LBC

The assessments and care plans for a child in need were unlawful because they were generally descriptive and lacked the required specificity. The authority was in breach of its duty under section 19 of the Education Act 1996 in failing to provide suitable education for the child where the headteacher of the school named in her statement of special educational needs had said the placement was not suitable and her parents had not sent her there. The authority had failed to take a proactive approach to protecting the child from sexual exploitation.

H (a minor and an incapacitated person), Re 

The court reviewed the proper considerations relating to the amount of security bonds to be obtained by financial deputies under the scheme in the Mental Capacity Act 2005.
